PROBLEMS OF FOOD SECURITY PROVISION
(About the second volume of selected works by Professor Musakojoev Sh.)
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Annotation: Works on problems of ensuring food security are given.
Key words: economic crisis, coefficient, monograph, main fund.

Selected works by Musakojoev Shailobek, Academician of the Engineering
Academy, Correspondent Member of the National Academy of Sciences, Honored
Economist of the Kyrgyz Republic, Doctor of Economic Sciences, and Professor, come out
in seven volumes. The second volume named “Problems of Food Security Provision”
thematically includes his scientific works published during different years. Despite all the
advantages of the market economy works by professor Musakojoev Sh. of the recent years
contain arguments which more and more often illustrate the idea of necessity of combining
methods of the market economy with state regulation when strategic branches of the
economy are discussed. This idea has become even more urgent due to the global economic
crisis. Research of the author regarding the problems of increasing efficiency of capital
assets is also still relevant. The author provides the development of the most important
issues based on materials of the agricultural sector of Kyrgyzstan, makes specific proposals
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on improvement of extensive and intensive use of the capital assets, full or partial
compensation of those, and rationalization of sizes of accumulation of the capital assets.
Special attention should be given to normative coefficients of economic efficiency of
capital investments in agriculture as a whole and from the point of view of regions and
areas. It is worth mentioning that these coefficients have been developed by professor
Musakojoev Sh. His first scientific works were mainly published in “Uchenye Zapiski” of
Leningrad Institute of Finance and Economics named after V.A.Voznesenskiy (today Saint
Petersburg State University of Economics and Finance). This volume includes the
following of those first works: article “On Indicators of Economic Efficiency of Capital
Investments in Agriculture” and author’s abstract of his dissertation for a degree of a
candidate of economic sciences (“Issues of Increasing Economic Efficiency of Capital
Investments and Capital Assets in Sovkhozes of Kirgizia”, 1964, Leningrad).

This Volume also includes the following articles of the author: “Innovations in Food
Security Provision” (published in the international scientific and information journal
“Economics and Statistics” No.3, 2011. Bishkek); “Market Failures and Power of State”
(published in newspaper “Slovo Kyrgyzstana” dated January 27, 2009); monographs of the
author: “Economic Stimuli of Increasing Efficiency of Capital Assets of Agriculture”
(edited by Professor of Leningrad State University named after A.A.Zhdanov, Doctor of
Economic Sciences Moiseenko N.A. by “Kyrgyzstan” Printing House, Frunze, 1971, 10.48
published sheets, 2000 copies) and “Problems of Increasing Efficiency of Capital Assets”
(published by “Kyrgyzstan” Printing House, Frunze, 1975, 8.11 published sheets, 1500
copies). In his monographs the author raises urgent issues of economic stimulation of
efficiency of use and reproduction of capital production assets. In his research of efficiency
of capital assets and for solution of economic problems the author has widely used
correlation and regression methods of analysis. These methods helped the author to reveal
issues which could not be revealed by means of an ordinary analysis. Despite their
indisputable advantages correlation and regression methods are still insufficiently used in
modern research. When summarizing scientific research of professor Musakojoev for
1961-1975 it is worth noting that he has been able to substantiate a theory about natural
increase of efficiency of capital assets and public production in contrast to the law of
diminishing returns.

He concluded that “priority rates of growth of production compared to costs of
production and capital assets are subexpression of the global economic law according to
which costs of production tend to constantly reduce while the mass of living labor actuates
more and more materialized labor in means of production and becomes more efficient.”
This theory of Musakojoev Sh.M. was confirmed by the actual economic growth of the
world gross domestic product in the XX century. During 1900-2000 the world gross
domestic product at fixed prices rose by a factor of 19 while the rate of growth of the
population rose by a factor of 4 (from 1.6 billion people in the beginning of the century to
over 6.3 billion at the end of the century), i.e. the rates of growth of the gross domestic
product advanced the rates of growth of the world population nearly 5-fold. Therefore, the
population was able to avoid the Malthusian trap. Malthus, a political economist, claimed
that growth of production would hardly keep up with the growth of the population, and that
it would even fall behind it making people exist in conditions barely tolerable to survive.
This economic growth nearly neutralized the law of diminishing returns. This volume can
be wuseful for people working in production, entrepreneurs and businessmen,
representatives of authorities and scientific organizations, students and postgraduates of
economic higher educational institutions.
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
