MONITORING OF THREATS TO ECONOMIC
SECURITY OF THE KYRGYZ REPUBLIC

(About the fourth volume of selected works by professor Musakojoev Sh.)

Annotation: Monitoring of threats to economic security, analysis and assessment
of the economic situation in the Kyrgyz Republic are presented.

Key words: economic reforms, economic stability, technical and technological
backwardness, falling production.

Development of Kyrgyzstan as an independent state takes place in conditions of
interdependence and interlacement of national economies, complication and
globalization of economic and political relations between countries, activation of
international terroristic organizations, worsening of ecological situation, strengthening
of risk factors of private and state business which can lead to destruction of even
sustainable economic systems. However, the reforms implemented since the early 90s
in Kyrgyzstan have decreased sustainability of the national economy. A number of
negative phenomena have occurred such as decline in production, slackness of
investment process, technical and technological lagging from the most developed
countries, growth of dependence on import of food and other necessary goods,
equipment and technologies, impoverishment of the most part of the population, and
criminalization of the economy.

To confirm the aforementioned fact we should review the data for 1990-1994.
During this period the real volume of gross domestic product reduced by half while its
nominal volume increased by a factor of 256. Rise in consumer prices of producers
led to the increase of the GDP deflator more than by a factor of 500. Industry was
in the worst situation. The real level of production (indicators of 1994 in % to indicators
of 1990) was the following: fuel industry — 30%, machine construction and processing
of metals — 18%, production of construction materials — 17%, food and taste industry —
33%, meat and milk industry — 16%. Rise in average salary could not meet the rates of
inflation, so in the result the real salary level in 1994 did not exceed 40-45% from the
level of 1990. GDP production per one employed person (USD) was around 6%
from the level of GDP production in Russia and around 1% from the level of the
countries of Western Europe.

Social and economic development of Kirgizia before the period, for example
during 1971-1985, could be characterized with rather high rates of growth of gross social
product compared average rates of the union republics (USSR — 198%, Kyrgyz SSR —
205%). On such indicator as the number of hospital beds per 10 thousand people (1985
—119.2) our republic was ahead of all developed countries of the world (the USA —56.5;
Great Britain -79.5; Germany - 109). The same thing can be said about availability of
doctors. At that time according to the Complex Program of Scientific and Technological
Progress of the USSR for 1991-2010 (The Academy of Science of the USSR, State
Committee of the USSR on Science and Technology, Moscow, 1988, pp.2, 6, 7)
Kyrgyzstan had to fulfil the task of acceleration of its economic and social development
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and by 2010 increase production of the national income per one employed person to
10.52 thousand rubles which was equivalent to USD 11.69 thousand at the exchange
rate of that period. This means that Kyrgyzstan would be among the first in the list of
the middle-income countries. According to forecasts the average number of the
population had to reach 6.2 million people, the actual number of people reached 5.47
million.

In relation to these increasing threats the economic security of the country is
becoming the main problem of tomorrow. And the works by professor Musakojoev
Sh.M. tend to become the most urgent and interesting in scientific and practical sense.

The work on the editions of “Monitoring of Economic Situation in the Kyrgyz
Republic” was started in 1995 for the purpose of operational monitoring of trends of
economic development. The progress of completion of tasks of the indicative plan of
development of the national economy was monitored in these works. These works
except for analyses and assessments of economic situation contained proposals and
recommendations on further improvement of the main directions of the macroeconomic
policy pursued by the Government of the Kyrgyz Republic for quite a long period of
time (1991-1996).

For analysis and forecasting of dynamics and trends trend models of development
of economic processes through time were used.

The main economic indicators and processes were illustrated with graphs,
diagrams, and tables allowing to visually demonstrate development of the investigated
process. As a rule, the same figure demonstrated actual data, threshold values of
security, a trend and a forecast of the process development. Mathematical function of
the trend was selected with consideration for formal (R?) and informal parameters.

It was offered to use better instruments for monitoring of economic situation in
further editions. However, by Decree of the President of the Kyrgyz Republic the
Scientific and Research Institute of Economics was abolished in November 1997 and
monitoring was no longer carried out.
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
